Executive Committee members Dianne Tramutola-Lawson, Marlene Hiller and Frank Schoengarth met with Senator
Pat Steadman (Denver/Adams County) who serves on the Joint Budget Committee on December 20th. The purpose of
the meeting was to introduce him to the Colorado Association of Community Corrections Boards and to respond to
any questions he may have about the community corrections system.

Issues discussed included:

* the nature and extent of training received by board members;

* whether roadblocks to acceptance are capacity or board issues, and the impact of the NIMBY
phenomenon on program expansion;

* why many Cheyenne Mountain Re-Entry Center applicants are rejected when the program is
intended to prepare applicants for community corrections;

* factors affecting client success and the effect of the economic downturn including DCJ’s proposed
pilot of paying subsistence for 2-4 weeks;

* concerns about DOC clients getting only one month’s supply of medication upon release (Dianne
talked of collaborative talks among DOC, Denver programs and Denver Health to address this locally)
see article on Page 5;
